Central Mexico earthquake caused exten-
sive damage to the Archaeological Site of
Monte Alban. It is therefore crucial that ef-
fective disaster risk management planning
is undertaken for every World Heritage
Property for adequate risk assessment,
mitigation, preparedness, response and
recovery and procedures are set up for
regular monitoring and review.
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he genesis of this project entitled
I “A tradition for conservation; the
use of Talavera in old buildings”, fo-
cused on the monumental city of Puebla
delos Angeles, Mexico, is sustained by the
importance of preserving both the knowl-
edge and ways of life of the artisans of this
expression and that of the distinctive and
identifying buildings of this capital city.
